              Kindly refer to above subject .Various queries /suggestions are received w.r.t. provision of Engine Alternator to Rural broadband kiosks under USOF subsidy scheme.

   It is to clarify again that as per MOU signed with USOF Administration there is no provision for provide E/A to Rural broadband kiosks.However as per letter no 1-16/2009-USOF (BB-LL)/IMPL (Pt)/ 2767-2789 Dated 24-11-2011 recieved from USOF on the subject it is clarified that provision of 5 KVA  Generator set is alredy available under benchmarks for monitoring proper functioning of broadband kiosks. BSNL Corporate has taken up the issue with USOF office to relax the condition.
            However for all new EOI’s to set up the Rural broadband kiosks  provision of 5 KVA E/A may be kept to avoid disallowance of kiosks subsidy by CCA’s. It is also suggested that we may persue with existing rural broadband kiosk franchisees to provide 5KVA EA to existing BB kiosk sites if possible.
