Sub: Unwarranted and inordinate delay in giving clearance to the draft charges against Sri. M.S.S Rao, Ex-CGM/Kerala, BSNL, sent by CVO/DOT more than four months before raises very serious and justified concern that the accused who is retiring on 31st Dec.,15 is getting shelter from some quarters in your Organization. Delay is a clear affront to the directive of the Hon’ble PM to the bureaucracy and the investigating agencies to come down ruthlessly on corrupt people.

Respected Sir,
CBI filed a Preliminary Enquiry report against the above mentioned accused more than five years before when the accused was working as GM/Marketing in BSNL CO, New Delhi. After more than five years of extensive investigations, CBI recommended initiation of major disciplinary proceedings against the accused. Accordingly, based on the report of the CBI, concerned authorities, after due and detailed scrutiny of the report, finalized a major charge sheet under Rule 14 against the accused and the same has been sent to your office for your concurrence.

What is intriguing and calls for very serious investigation at your end is the fact that despite the fact that more than four months have elapsed since the draft charge sheet has been sent by DOT for your approval and also the important fact that the accused is retiring on 31st December, 2015, your office remains unmoved in giving concurrence to the draft charge sheet. That such a corrupt man shall be allowed to retire, when very grave charges of misappropriation, after thorough investigations by CBI, have been established against him, adversely reflects on the functioning of CVC and speaks volumes about bureaucratic red tape that CVC continues to be engulfed in.

We have been consistently pleadings for the last more than four months that expeditious decision regarding giving approval to the draft charge sheet needs to be taken since the accused is retiring on 31st Dec., 2015, but our continuous pleadings are getting completely ignored for very incomprehensible and intriguing reasons. Once again, we seek you very personal and imminent intervention in directing the concerned officer not to sit on such an important issue and take quickest possible action so that the culprit is brought to book prior to his retirement on 31st December, 2015. It is virtually of no use to serve charge sheet on the accused after his retirement. That simply tantamount to making mockery of the entire mechanism of dealing with corrupt people and allowing corrupt people to go scot free and in the process setting up of worst kind of unhealthy precedents. We believe that this letter of ours will not be consigned yet again to the dustbin the way our earlier communications so far on such an important matter have been consigned.
