Sub: Very slow pace in the preparatory work for JTO to SDE promotion for the vacancy years 2012-13 and 2013-14 for which additional ACRs and VC are called for on 17.09.2014 — day to day monitoring by Pers II section on the progress is absolutely required as the judgment is expected at any time:-
The preparatory work for the JTO to SDE promotion for the vacancy years 2012-13 and 2013-14 in addition to 2009-10, 2010-11 and 2011-12 was initiated more than three months back on 17.09.2014 by calling additional two years ACRs and VC. However the progress in this regard is not at all satisfactory as only three Circles GUJ, OR and J&K sent the assessment reports. None of these Circles sent the ACR folders so far. 

We are afraid that unless and until the DPC related work in the Pers II section is revamped and they are started working on war footing by contacting various defaulted Circles on ACRs and VCs, the entire exercise for initiating the preparatory work well in advance will become a futile one. If Pers section feels that they will start working after the pronouncement of judgment, the very purpose of initiating the preparatory work is getting defeated. The preparatory work was started well in advance to collect the ACRs and VCs and keep it ready for the DPC once the judgment is pronounced.
When we are contacting the different Circle offices, it was come to our notice that there is no persuasion by the Pers II section of BSNLCO to the Circles for ACRs and VCs and hence Circles feel that there is no urgency on the matter. Till today the onus on delay was on the court cases, but in case promotion orders are delayed due to any reason even after the judgment, BSNL Corporate office solely will be responsible for the same as it is not pursuing with the Circles for sending the ACRs and VCs as expected. 
Hence it is requested that the progress may be monitored on a day to day basis for a) pending additional two years ACRs, b) pending VCs and c) missing ACR/VC list also to be circulated urgently to the Circles. It is very important to contact the respective Circles for expeditious action to send the ACRs and VCs to BSNLCO.
