Sub: A) Continuance of most corrupt person as CGM/kerala on extraneous grounds against the mandate of the Hon’ble PM to cleanse the system of corrupt people. CGM is using all unscrupulous means, including political clout, to scuttle disciplinary proceedings that have become inevitable and imminent after thorough probe.  

B) Serious charges of corruption leveled by this Association against CGM and communicated vide letters no SNEA(I)/CHQ/MOC&IT/2012-14/07 & 08 dated 22nd and 31st July, 2014 stand substantially established after thorough investigation. 

C) Charges leveled against him when he was GM/Marketing BSNL CO also established after extensive investigation and have been referred to CVC. 
D) Extraneous considerations should not come in the way of shifting such a corrupt person as head of a highly potential and prestigious circle of BSNL.
E) Kerala Circle is losing revenue of about Rs 400 Crores per year due to huge surrender of landline, Broadband and mobile connections after Sri MSS Rao has taken over as CGMT. During last one year, 5.6 lakhs landline, 1.45 lakh Broad Band  and 2.35 lakhs prepaid mobile connections are closed where as from 2004 to 2012, in 9 years, 5 lakh landline connections only closed. Landline connections slipped from 29.3 lakhs in 2012-13 to 21.92 lakhs during his tenure. 
F) Clean working environment and healthy fabric of Kerala completely destroyed.
Respected Sir, 

The new NDA Govt. under Hon Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modiji avowed to get rid of the corrupt people in order to cleanse the system. Also, the very keen interest exhibited by your good self and the Govt. in revival of BSNL has been undoubtedly laudable and truly remarkable. However, inordinate delay in taking action against the most corrupt officer, against whom various corruption charges are established, after thorough investigations, is against the spirit of the stand taken by the Govt. to eradicate corruption, especially by the Hon Prime Minister. Such an abnormal, inexplicable and incomprehensible delay in taking stern action against the said corrupt officer naturally raises the issue of the officer getting protection from vested interests. 
In order to create an environment where CGM is not questioned about known ways of encouraging corruption to thrive, he first unleashed series of vindictive actions against the officers in order to terrorise and silence them. This does not work in a state like Kerala where people come out strongly and openly to oppose and defeat corrupt practices and when the employees started opposing the corrupt activities, he unleashed series of transfers, charge sheets, hundreds of dies-non etc. In the composite charges regarding about 23 cases of massive corruption against him and gross misuse of power by him, it is reliably understood that almost all the charges are established after a through vigilance was conducted and concluded. These charges were communicated by this Association to your good self and your kind intervention was sought vide letters mentioned above.   
Some of the charges are reproduced for your kind information: 

i) Motivated, unethical, coercive and desperate attempts to somehow drastically reduce and waive off the penalty on liquidity Charges of Rs 30 Crores legitimately imposed on “M/s Nortel”. The amount had been already realized from Nortel.
ii) Attempt to reduce the penalty on AMC charges imposed on “M/s Nortel”. 

iii) Nine (09) mobile connections were used by the CGMT, 6 BSNL connections and 3 from private operators, all are unauthorized. The bills for these connections, even for private connections, were paid from BSNL. When vigilance complaint was filed, the SDE and the PRO were charge sheeted for providing the connections and paying the bills even though CGM got these connections sanctioned in his name and used these connections. 

iv) CGMT is eligible for 2 Mb FTTH connections at hid residence. But he got sanctioned 10 Mb connections for himself over ruling the proposal of 2 Mb and used it at his residence. When complaint was lodged, officer who provided the connection was charge sheeted. In addition to this, he also used a Tata Sky connection also.
v) Charges leveled against him when he was GM/Marketing BSNL CO have been established by vigilance wing and have been referred to CVC for its advice.  

This Association tried very hard to impress upon your good self more than a year before that eccentric and corrupt actions of CGM/Kerala are fast deteriorating a very healthy working environment and destroying time tested growth oriented mechanisms in Kerala Circle. Activists of Associations/Unions have been victimized on a large scale when all these irregularities were pointed out. Very healthy, corruption free, and congenial working environment in Kerala, which has been the cornerstone of growth in Kerala stands destroyed today. 
We are confident of your very personal and prompt intervention in taking stringent actions against all the charges of corruption which have been thoroughly and meticulously investigated and established by the vigilance wing. Employees of BSNL  are looking towards your god self, how promptly stern action is taken on established charges of corruption in order to send right messages to corrupt officials/officers in BSNL and also protect the most fertile and potential circle of BSNL from total disaster. A delayed action will take Kerala to a point of no return since complete industrial turmoil and chaos has been prevailing in Kerala for quite some time now.
