Sub: Abnormal and uncalled for delay in taking final decision on the charges leveled by this Association and extensively investigated and established by CVO/BSNL against Sri. M. S. S. Rao, CGM/Kerala, allowing him to continue on sensitive post. Delay in deciding on issue of such importance is completely against the spirit of Hon Prime Minister to get rid the system of corruption.
Respected Sir, 

More than one and a half year before, we apprised you of very serious irregularities and corrupt practices indulged in by Sri M S S Rao, CGM/Kerala. Unfortunately, serious charges that we leveled were ignored on fallacious and unfounded premise that Kerala Circle was growing under Sri Rao. Kerala Circle has always been growing. In fact, under Sri Rao, Kerala registered negative growth. However, growth does not justify not acting against and ignoring serious charges of corruption that were leveled and required very serious and urgent intervention. He is using growth and profit of Kerala Circle as a shelter to avoid actions against him and indulge in alleged corrupt practices.
Finally, more than 23 charges of corruption and malpractices were extensively investigated by the CVO/BSNL and, we understand, that large number of these charges are prima facie established and, after endorsement by CVO/DOT, have been referred to you for your advice and final decision, more than two months back. However, final decision is yet awaited even after lapse of two months.   

We have been requesting you desperately to take final call on the issues referred to you by CVO/DOT, since the said officer is retiring in another three months time, but, unfortunately, our repeated requests to you on deciding such a crucial issue are also being ignored for reasons best known to those dealing with such crucial issues in your office. 

We once again earnestly and dispassionately request you to take final call on such an important issue at the earliest since delay in deciding on issues where corruption has been prima facie established tantamount to sheltering corruption and corrupt officers which is completely against the spirit of the Hon Prime Minister to cleanse the system of this deadly and deep rooted malaise.
