Sub: Abnormal, intriguing and inexplicable delay in according approval to initiation of disciplinary action against Sri. M. S. S. Rao, Ex-CGM/Kerala, against whom serious charges of corruption have been prima facie established after extensive investigations. Delay raises legitimate, serious and justified concern that officer who is retiring on 31st December, 2015 is getting tacit support from the office of MOC&IT so as to allow him to retire without initiation of appropriate disciplinary proceedings prior to his retirement.

Respected Sir,
Serious charges of corruption were leveled by this Association against Sri. M.S.S Rao, Ex-CGM/Kerala, in July, 2014 and these charges after very extensive investigations, spanning over more than a year, have been prima facie established. Accordingly, vigilance wing of BSNL/DOT, has sent the case to you more than four months before for according approval for initiation of appropriate disciplinary proceedings against the accused who is retiring on 31st December, 2015. Ever since the case has been referred to you for your approval, we have been urging upon you to grant necessary approval so that appropriate disciplinary proceedings are initiated against one of the most corrupt officer in BSNL, who has a very dubious past, prior to his retirement on 31st December, 2015.

Unfortunately, abnormal and unwarranted delay in granting approval gives huge credence to the fact that the accused is getting tacit approval from your office so as to allow him to retire on 31st December, 2015 without initiating disciplinary proceedings against him prior to his retirement. Sir, you can very easily understand and appreciate what the delay in granting approval means and how blatantly it breaches the high promise of the Ho’nble PM to cleanse the govt. machinery of corruption and corrupt elements. 

Such an abnormal delay is not only to be viewed very seriously but has to be got investigated because it is quite clear that the accused is definitely getting support from some quarters to escape severe punishment that he deserves to be handed over for very serious irregularities he has committed as CGM/Kerala and which have been prima facie established. Allowing such a corrupt man to go scot free will not only set up an unhealthy precedent but will erode the credibility of the high office of MOC&IT.

We thus seek your imminent and very personal intervention to ensure that appropriate disciplinary proceedings are initiated against the accused well prior to his retirement in December, 2015. We are also confident that a very serious view would also be taken regarding inordinate and seemingly motivated delay in according required approval.
