Sub: Pension revision for the 2.5 lakh Central Govt pensioner’s retired from BSNL as per Rule 37A of the CCS Pension Rules, 1972, w.e.f. 01.01.2017. Pension revision for the retired BSNL Executives and Non Executives is not linked with the 3rd PRC or pay revision of the serving BSNL Executives or the affordability of BSNL. 
Respected Sir,

Sanchar Nigam Executives’ Association is the only Recognised Executives Association in BSNL, representing 46,000 BSNL Executives.

The Govt (DoT) employees absorbed in BSNL are eligible for Govt pension from the Consolidated Fund of India, like other Central Govt pensioners, as per Rule 37A of the CCS Pension Rules, 1972. For this purpose, Govt amended the CCS Pension Rules 1972 by inserting Rule 37A, specifically for BSNL Pensioners. These Govt pensioners are in IDA scales and retired from BSNL after absorption. Since they are not in CDA scales, their pension revision is not covered by the 7th CPC also. 

The last pension revision for the Govt Pensioners retired from BSNL had done w.e.f. 01.01.2007, co-terminus with the date of implementation of 2nd pay revision for the Employees of the CPSUs. Since pension revision for the Govt Pensioners retired from BSNL are not part of 2nd Pay Revision, this has been done by a separate Union Cabinet decision. Likewise, next pension revision for the Govt Pensioners retired from BSNL is due from 01.01.2017. 
Pension revision for the BSNL pensioners is not linked with the 3rd PRC or pay revision of the serving BSNL Executives due to the following reasons:
1) Pension for the BSNL Pensioners is governed by Rule 37A of the CCS Pension Rules, 1972. Pension is paid by the Govt from the Consolidated Fund of India. 
2) Since Pension is paid by the Govt, affordability or profitability of BSNL is not at all affects the pension revision. 

3) For the Govt Pensioners retired from BSNL, the pension contribution as decided by the Govt is already paid in full by BSNL to the Govt, till their retirement. 

4) 3rd PRC recommendation is only for the pay revision of the Executives unlike Central Pay Commission (CPC) where pay revision and pension revision were part of the terms of reference and recommendations of CPCs.
5) Pension revision for Govt Pensioners retired from BSNL was not part of terms of reference of 3rd PRC and hence no recommendation is given by 3rd PRC in this regard. Another reason is that 3rd PRC is only for the Executives, not for the Non-Executives.

6) Last pension revision w.e.f 01.01.2007 for the Govt Pensioners retired from BSNL was done through a Union Cabinet decision.

7) With regards to fitment, Union Cabinet already decided 15% fitment on IDA scales based on 3rd PRC recommendations.

In view of the above submissions, your kind personal intervention is solicited to take urgent steps to get the pension revision implemented for the Govt Pensioners retired from BSNL w.e.f. 01.01.2017 with 15% fitment.
