Respected Sir,

Kindly refer the letters under reference above by which the Association sought clarification on various issues related to the Voluntary Retirement Scheme – 2019 notified by BSNL on 04.11.2019. 
As we apprehended, in the Pension Pay Orders (PPO) issued by the CCAs, it is mentioned against the “Rules under which Pension is sanctioned” as “BSNL Voluntary Retirement Scheme 2019” instead of “CCS Pension Rules 1972” (Copy enclosed). This is mentioned in the PPO issued to the VRS 2019 opted retirees at Sl no. 3, Section 2, Part 3. Even though it is clear from the BSNL VRS 2019 scheme that the pensionary benefits will be regulated as per CCS Pension Rules 1972, it will create lot of confusion and issues for the retirees opted for VRS 2019 as different CCAs will interpret it different manner in the future. VRS 2019 is not a Rule, it is only an order issued by BSNL, based on Cabinet decision. The VRS optees should not miss their retirement benefits on a later date. It may be noted that the Pension and Pensionary benefits of all the BSNL Pensioners including VRS 2019 opted Pensioners is sanctioned, governed and regulated by the CCS Pension Rules, 1972 only.
In view of the above facts, we request your kind intervention to issue necessary instructions to all the CCAs to correct the Pension Pay Orders (PPO) for the VRS 2019 opted BSNL Pensioners by changing the “Rules under which Pension is sanctioned” as  “CCS Pension Rules 1972”  instead of “BSNL Voluntary Retirement Scheme- 2019”.
